A Helpful Vision

Hospitality is one of those concepts that is difficult to define but easily perceived when
experienced. Several biblical writers encourage the people of God to be hospitable,
including Paul as he writes to his young follower Timothy; likewise, Peter in his First
Epistle, and also the writer of the Letter to the Hebrews who counsels: “Do not neglect to
show hospitality to strangers, for thereby some have entertained angels
unawares” (Hebrews 13:2). Viewing people attending worship who are not known to us
personally as “angels in disguise” may give us a right perspective as we interact with them
and make them welcome in our midst. “Seek to show hospitality,” Paul writes in his Letter
to the Romans (Romans 12:13). His directive is for us to heed as much as it was for his
original readers in Rome.
